This is one of the Jelling Rune Stones put up in the 10th century by Harald Bluetooth,
the second king of all of Denmark, in memory of his parents, and to commemorate his
conversion (and the conversion of his realm) to Christianity. Embedded in a seething

mass of serpentine interlace is a figure of the crucified Christ complete with cruciform

halo. It is only a little less impassive than the mask on the Athlone plaque.

The Crucifixion in the form of the suffering Christ hanging upon the cross, appears at
the time of Harald Bluetooth on his rune-stone. It appears fully formed in Ottonian
Germany in the 10th century.
